® Within 10 days of confirmation of
approval.

O® Within 15 days of receipt of
Interconnection Agreement. The PM may
also notify the Ultility that they wish to
negotiate a non-standard agreement in
this time period.

$ The PM is responsible for reimbursing
the utility for the costs of constructing
interconnection upgrades. The Utility and
PM will agree to a payment schedule for
these, and the utility may require a
deposit of up to $10,000.

O Notice must be provided at least 20
days in advance of commissioning date.

O© The witness test (and on-site utility
inspection) must be scheduled within 10
business days of expected commissioning
date. The utility may waive this
requirement. Any deficiencies must be
noted by the utility within 5 business days,
and corrected by the PM within 20
business days.

® PM must provide written notice to utility
10 days prior to beginning operations.
